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A STUDY ON THE CHINESE AGRISIUS WALKER (LEPIDOPTERA
ARCTIDAE, LITHOSIINAE)

Four species of Agrisius Walker 1855 have been recorded in the world, which are ende-
mic in Asia. This paper records 3 species and 1 subspecies, within which 1 species is new to
science. Key to the known species is given. All type specimens of the new species are kept
in the Institute of Zoology, Academia Sinica.

Agrisius similis sp. nov.

Wing expanse 52—54 mm. Closely allied to 4. gurivitta, but differs from it as follows;
hind wing ground-colour white; abdomen with dorsal black bands uninterrupted at the middle;
male genitalia is quite different as shown in fig. L
