Abstract: The Engineering Society of China is a comprehensive group of foreign engineers with the earliest
establishment and longest duration in modern Chinese history. Its constitution, regulations, organization, and
operation were modeled after the Institute of Civil Engineers in Britain, and the group has been adjusted according
to the situation in Shanghai. The establishment has experienced three stages: the Shanghai Society of Engineers
and Architects (1901—1912), the Engineering Society of Shanghai (1912—1913), and the Engineering Society of
China (1913—1951). Past presidents and most of their members were British. They were mainly from the
engineering and construction departments of the foreign settlements in Shanghai, foreign-funded engineering
companies, and other engineering offices. The largest number of members was 456. Its members have been mainly
distributed in Shanghai and a small number in other major port cities. Its members’ professional backgrounds
cover all branches of the engineering field, especially civil engineering, mechanical engineering, and electrical
engineering. As a product of the transplantation of Western engineering professional groups to China led by
Britain, the Engineering Society of China also exhibits distinct regional characteristics of Shanghai.
