NOTES ON CHINESE PYRALID MOTHS OF THE GENUS
DIAPHANIA HUBNER

Wanc P’mNG-YuaN

(Institute of - Zoology, Academia Sinica)

This paper deals with the Chinese pyralid moths of the genus Diaphania Hiibner.
Twenty species are included, among them five species (i.e, D. angustalis (Snellen), D.
bicolor (Swainson), D. glauculalis (Guenée), D. lacustralis (Moore), D. zelimalis (Walker))
are new records for this country and one species is described as new to science. The
economic importance, distribution as well as host plants are discussed briefly. A key
is prepared for the identification of these species. The new species is described as be-
low:

Diaphania strialis sp. nov. (Plate II, fig. 18)

Body fulvous with ochreous striae. Head fulvous, front with a ochreous stripe,
scales on vertex datk ochreous. Antennae fulvous, scapel joint ochreous exteriorly.
Labial palpi fulvous, second joint except its inner margin banded with ochreous griscent.
scales. Maxillary palpi fulvous, with an ochreous band in the middle. Patagia fulvous,
with four ochreous tufts. Tegulae fulvous, irrotated with ochreous scales. Thorax ful-
vous. Legs white, femur of forelegs banded with two ochreous fascia. Tibia of all
thoracic legs ochreous on one side. End of each tarsal joint with a brown spot. Abdo-
men fulvous, irrotated and striated with brown stripes, with dark brown hairs in anal
tuft of male. Wings semihyaline, ground colour fulvous, with markings occupying
greater part of the wing. Interspaces between each band obscured by minute ochreous
discontinuous striae. Sub-basal band minute, margin ochreous and obscure. Inner band
pale fulvous with black margins. Median band pyramidal shaped with a brown stria in
discocellular nervure, matgins banded with dark brown obscurus line, costal margin with
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fine dots. Outer band fulvous, irrotated with irregular striae. Hindwing iridescent in
basal area, maculated with ochreous specks, a pale fulvous discocellular spot lined with
brown margin, a fulvous submarginal band surrounded by ochreous margin, outer area
fulvous suffused with many ochreous specks. Cilia of both wings ochreous.

Body length: 11.7—13.5 mm. Expansion: 24—27.2 mm.

Holotype: &' Yunnan (1958, VII, 20, Wang Shu-yung).

Allotype: @ Yunnan (1957, VI, 20, Wang Shu-yung).

Type specimens are kept in the Institute of Zoology, Academia Sinica.

This species is similar to P. stolalis in the pattern of wing markings. It differs
from stolalis in its smaller size and both wings with numerous minute cross striations scat-
tered between the colored bands. The space between every two bands is obscure. The
Latin word “striae” is adopted to signify the characteristics of this new species.
