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NOTES ON THE GENUS HIPPOCEPHALA AURIV. AND A NEW

SPECIES FROM CHINA (Coleoptera: Cerambycidae, Lamiinae)

The Genus Hippocephala is established by Aurivillius in 1920. Nine species
has been recorded in the world till now. Three species: H. albosusuralis Breuning
1954, H. dimorpha Gressitt 1937 and H. swuturalis Aurivillius 1920 are known to
China. Here a new speciesH. guangdongensis Hua sp. nov. 1is described from
Guangdong Province, China.

Hippocephala guangdongensis Hua sp. nov. (fig. 1)

This new species is allied to H. susuralis Auriv. 1920, but differs from the
larter by the following characters: the elytron oblique apically where the external
marginal angle extending into a acuminate denticle, on the disc of each elytran with
two prominent longitudinal ridges and at the middle with a small U-shapped brown
macula
