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Cultural competence in mental health services:
Theoretical orientations and practical strategies

Abstract: The cultural competence of mental health services has gradually developed as increasing
attention has been paid to the cultural diversity of Europe and North America. There exist two differing
theoretical orientations with similar practice strategies. The content-oriented approach emphasizes static,
structured cultural competence, while the process-oriented approach stresses dynamic, unstructured cultural
competence. The similarities and difficulties of the two orientations are manifestations of a balance between
cultural specificity and generality in the studies and practices of cultural competence. The paper finally
explores how to promote cultural competence in China based on experiences abroad and Chinese realities
within the context of improving the system of public psychological services.
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
