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Abstract: Collective memory is the collection of the meaning, value and experience of a group, and it is
also the basis of collective identity. As a typical memory place, museums have the mission of storing the
historical memory being displayed, awakening the memory, constructing the collective memory and finally
enhancing the collective identity. The Museum of Chinese in America was established in 1980 to build the
collective memory of Chinese Americans by uniting the Chinese community and preserving its historical
motivation and purpose, carefully selecting and interpreting exhibits that have traces of Chinese life or
are related to major Chinese historical events, and finally strengthening the collective memory through
continuous dialogue with Chinese Americans and advancing with the times museum activities, to form the

cohesive force of the Chinese American collective.
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
