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RECORDS OF BITING MIDGES COLLECTED FROM XINJIANG,
CHINA, WITH DESCRIPTIONS OF TWO NEW SPECIES
(DIPTERA: CERATOPOGONIDAE)

The present paper deals with 24 species of biting midges c¢ollected from Xinjiang
Uygur Autonomous Region in China during the years 1959-—1977. Out of them 5
species are recorded for the first time: Culicoides dispersus Gutsevich et Smatov, 1966,
C. dzhafarovi Remm, 1967, C. pallidus Khalaf, 1957, Leptoconops ( Leptoconops) biden-
tatus Gutsevich, 1960 and L. (Holoconops) mediterrancus Kieffer, 1921. 2 new species
are described as follows:

Culicoides xinjiangensis sp. nov. (figs. 1—3)

This new species is closely allied to the female of Culicoides omogensis Arnaud,
1956 and C. stackelbergi Dzhafarov, 1962, but differs in the following features: (1)
antennal ratio 0.94 (0.90—0.98), sensory tufts present on the segments III—IX, XI—
X1IV; (2) eyes separated by the width of equal or less than one facet; (3) the depth
of sensory pit less than the half length of third palpal segment; (4) scutellum with
three midscutellar bristles.

Culicoides hamiensis sp. nov. (figs. 6—10)

This new species resembles to Culicoides sacvus Kieffer, 1922 but can be distin-
guished in the female chiefly by: (1) the wing with the first and second inconspicuous
costal white spots; (2) antennae with sensory tufts on the segments IIT—XIV; ()
hind tibial comb with 4 bristles; (4) size of the spermathecae unequal, with chitinized
necks.
