Research on the Epigraph of Eunuch Tutu Shipo in the Late Tang Dynasty
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Abstract: Since the middle period of the Tang Dynasty, eunuchs became increasingly powerful because
of their contributions. They mastered the Shence Army and then intervened in the imperial government,
which was a special phenomenon in the political development process of the Tang Dynasty and a
derivative of the political ecology. In order to participate in and consolidate the internal distribution
of power, eunuch families emerged. The maintenance of eunuch families often took form of adoption
of children, and was active in the political stage relying on family ties. Based on the epitaph materials
unearthed in Xi’an, this paper interprets the family name origin, lineage inheritance, family history and
other issues of the eunuch family of Tutu in the middle-late Tang Dynasty, so as to understand its position

and role in the political ecology of the middle-late Tang Dynasty.
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
