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Abstract: Human beings have ever collected some things, they produced some artefacts, and they tried
to “materialize” the world. Later that “instinct for collecting” led to the establishing of the first museums.
Because humanity is more similar then different, therefore the basic approaches of museums are extremely
similar maybe the same all over the world. If we visit museums world over, we can see presentation of never-
ending number of cultures, but the basic “museum philosophy” in the scope of selection, the sauration and
presentation is particularly similar. The museum definition can be only one for ICOM needs. But is does not
means, that museums definitions of nationals associations have to be equal. The definition cannot be verified
from strictly scientific methods point of view, it depends on an agreement of expert community, hence it can
be only stipulate (Carl G. Hempel). The recent ICOM definition is too descriptive and consists two disturbing
issues, at least. The first one is a non-profit system of funding. If any museum follow basic sings of a museum,
hardly anybody is right to inquire for economic issues of this institution. The second disturbing passage is “in
the service of society and its development”. Everything what has been made by a human being has been done
for service of society, including guns. Therefore the passage is a king of pleonasm. The museum is as a recent
form of a specific relation of a man to reality that is named muzeality. It is done in way of musealisation.
Whilst the definition can be fairly steady after needed changes, the museum mission is changing. There are

many communicators, maybe more attractive then museums, but only museums keep real authentic witnesses
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of the past and therefore the museums objects have to stay in the center of museum communication. Despite

the using of modern technologies, that are welcome within museums, museums have to find their new own

position among other memorial intuitions and other communicators to keep balance between science an

attractiveness.
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
