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A STUDY ON CHINESE HOPLITIS WITH DESCRIPTIONS
OF NEW SPECIES (HYMENOPTERA, MEGACHILIDAE)

This paper deals with 10 species of Hopliris, among which 6 are described as new to sci-
ence. The keys of males and females are given. All the type specimens are deposited in the
Institute of Zoology, Academia Sinica.

1. Hoplitis (Liosmia) xinjiangensis sp. nov. (fig. 10)

& Length 7 mm. Similar to Hoplitis (Liosmia) lencomelaena Kby., but it differs in the
smooth prapodeum, only hasal part with wrinkles; Ist-4th abdominal tergites with big and sparse
punctures; the apex of fore and mid tibiae wiith horn process; similar to Hopliris (Liosmia)
canlaris Mor., but easily distinguished by the black antennae; the clypeus without central smooth
line; punctures on the abdomen coarse and big.

2. Hoplitis (Liosmia) beijingensis sp. nov. (figs. {1—I17)

&' Length 7—8 mm, 2 $mm. Closoly related to Hoplitis (Liosmia) wberculata Duf. et
Per., the main different features are: thorax with dense yellow-hrown hairs, not white: the 6th
sternite of female without carina; tarsi of male black or brown-black: the carina of 2nd sternite
Iower and shorter; apical margin of Sth sternite with dense yellow hairs.

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3. Hoplitis (Liosmia) heilungjiangensis sp. nov. (figs. 18—23)

d" Length 8 mm. Similar to Hoplitis claviventris Mor., but differs as follows: the Ist fla-
gellum of antennae swollen; 2nd sternite broad, base with a transverse carina, but smaller than
H. claviventris; lateral sides with smaller tooth; central part of 7th tergite without concave.

Holotype ¢ Heilujiang, Harbin, 8. V1. 1943. Paratype 15"

4. Hoplitis (Hoplitis) albopilosa sp. nov. (fig. 24)

2 Length 9.5 mm. Closely related to Hoplitis (Hopljtis) adunca Panz., but easily distin~
guished by the long white hairs on the basal bargin of thorax and on the scutellum; the white
hair-bands on Ist-4th tergites wide; apical margin of clypeus with 6 bunches yellow hairs.

Holotype ¢, Xizang, Gongbujiangda, 28, V. 1584, Pu Zu.

5. Hoplitis (Hoplitis) carinotarsa sp. nov. (figs. 25—32)

2 Length 9—10 mm. & 8—9 mm. Similar to Ho’ﬁlizis (Hoplitis) adunca Panz., the main
different features are: apical hair-bands of lst-5th, (¢"):or 6th () yellow-brown, not white;
scopa of female yellow-brown; the outer surface of fore and mid tarsiwith longitudinal carina.

Holotype , Sichuan, Emei, 14, V. 1955, Huang Ke-ren. Allotype 15", Huanan, Changsha,
1980. Paratypes 522, same as holotype, 10—15, V. 1955, 422, 23, IV. 1957, Huang Ke-ren.

6. Hoplitis (Hoplitis) tibetensis sp. nov. (figs. 33—38)

Closely related to Hoplitis (Hoplitis) edunca Panz., but differs as follows: mandibles with
3 teeth; length of each segment of antennal flagellum longer than width; 6th and 7th tergites
and genitalia quite different.

Holotype &'. Xizang, Linzhi, 3050 M, 6, VIII. 1983, Han Yin-heng. Paratypes 25'd", same
as above.
