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Comparative Study of Interaction between Museum Education and School Education: Taking
the JFK Presidential Library and Qian Xuesen Library as Examples
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Abstract: Teenagers are the most important audience of contemporary museums. Compared with school
classroom, museum has not only a more open and reproducible space but also a learning process based on
appreciation, experience and exploration, which makes museum the most important and suitable off-campus
curriculum resources and education places outside the school education. With the popularization of the
concept of lifelong education and the prominence of museum’s educational function, the museum should
be clear about its position of education in the secondary school and should actively explore to construct the
museum education resource system, which is connected with the education system of primary and middle
schools. This paper makes a comparative study of museum course development of The John F. Kennedy
Presidential Library & Museum and Qian Xuesen Library & Museum of Shanghai Jiao Tong University, and

then gives advice of how our museum education interacts with school education in the future.
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
