traditionalm ode of tourism deve bpm ent is resources-oriented which focuses on the protectbn of core area or prr
maty buildings especially So the protected area becanesmore and more lin ited while the core area shrinks and
traditional landscapes are changed This “ centralized” mode brings many con flicts bew een wmiral heritage’ s pro-
tection and tourisn devebpment In view of these problans it is necessary to devebp a nev way formanaging
the bcal cultural resources n tourism. Tak ng Longnen ancient town for an exanple this article discussed the
effectve way to protect and further exploit mral heritage resources am ng for sustanable tourisn developm ent
