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Reflections on the Recreation of Revolutionary Memorial Tour Exhibition:

Taking Banner: A Special Exhibition Celebrating the 100th Anniversary of the Founding
of the Communist Party of China as an Example

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Abstract: The purpose of the revolutionary memorial exhibition is to display the profound knowledge of
Party history and political thoughts in a form that is easy to understand for audience, and to undertake the
important task of promoting national history, culture, and patriotism. This kind of exhibition is the most
intuitive way for people to understand and learn the history of the Party, as well as the most convenient way.
However, the content of such exhibitions is fixed, leading the mainstream ideology, and the creativity is not
very flexible. Especially for tour exhibitions, combined with preconceived notions, it is even more difficult to
innovate on the basis of the original exhibition. As the curator, the author has made some explorations on the
exhibition Banner: Celebrating the 100th Anniversary of the Founding of the Communist Party of China from
the aspects of form and content, striving to achieve innovative results. How to break through the bottleneck of
the same content and single form of the revolutionary memorial exhibition is always a topic that museum staff

should explore deeply.
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
