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FIVE NEW SPECIES OF THE GENUS LOBRATHIUM MULSANT ET
REY FROM CHINA
(COLEOPTERA: STAPHYLINIDAE, PAEDERINAE)

This paper deals with the descriptions of five new species of Lobrathium Mulsant et Rey
from China. The type specimens are deposited in the Department of Biology, Nanchong Tea-
chers College, Sichuan.

1. Lobrathium sibynium sp. nov. (figs., 1. A—C; 5. D)

This new species is allied to L. honghkongense (Bernhauer), but differs from the latter in:
elytral color spot occupying one third of elytra in length; head slightly longer than wide and
as broad as pronotum; elytra somewhat lenger than pronotum; male genitalia with ventral
plate a little ‘longer than dorsal plate.

Length (from front margin of head to anal end): 5.7—7 mm.

2. Lobrathium tortile sp.nov. (figs. 2. A—C; 5. B)

This new species is very similar to L. sibynium, but male sternum VI with three semilunar
emarginations at the posterior margin, male genitalia with ventral plate tortile.

Length: 5.5—6 mm.

3. Lobrathium hebeatum sp. nov. (figs. 3. A—C; 5. C)

This new species is very similar to L. sibynium and L. zorzile, but differs in the emargis
nations and depressions of male sterna V—VI, and the shape of male genitalia.

4. Lobrathium gladiatum sp. nov. (figs. 4. A—C; 5. A)

This new species is very similar to the above three species, but differs in the emargina-
tions and depressions of male sterna V—VI, and the shape of male genitalia.

Length: 6 mm.

5. Lobrathium emeiense sp. nov.

This new species is allied to the above four species, but larger, elytra without color spot
at the apex, very finely, and much closely punctured on the head and pronotum.

Length: 7.8 mm.
